The HPRP is a new federal program whpsgoose is to provide homeless prevention assistance to
households, at or below 50% of area median income, who would otherwise become homeless.
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As a direct grantee, Glendale has been allocated $914,122 that it is eligible to apply for. Administrative
costs are limitedo 5% or $45,706 that will be used to administer the program. The HPRP is focused on
housing for homelessness andisk households.

It targets two populations of persons facing housing instability: 1) individuals and families who are
currently in hosing but are at risk of becoming homeless and need temporary rent or utility assistance to
prevent them from becoming homeless or assistance to move to another unit (prevention), and 2)
individuals and families who are experiencing homelessness (residiémgergency or transitional
