Abutting: The condition of two adjoining properties having a common property line or boundary,
including where two or more lots adjoin only a corner or corners, but not including where adjoining
lots are separated by a street or alley.

Accessor Accessway:Any place, means or way by which pedestrians and vehicles have safe,
adequate and usable ingress and egress to a property or use as required by this ordinance.

Accessory Building:A detached building whose use is customarily incidental to that of a principal
useof the main building or premises.

Accessory UseA subordinate use of a building or land customarily incidental to and conducted on
the same lot with the principal use which does not alter the charabimdncipal use or
adversely affect other properties within the district.

Adult Business or Sexually Oriented Businesg\ny adult arcade, adult bookstore, or novelty
store, adult cabaret, adult motel, adult theater, nude model studimdsemisiness, or topless
bar.

Adult Cabaret: Any nightclub, bar, restaurant or other commercial establishment which features
live perfemances or activities on the business premises that are characterized by the exposure of
specified anatomical areas or by specified sexual activities; provided that a nude model studio is not
an adult <cabaret, t he t ertmbusiresseslwhich enapbagize@ndd i s
seek, through the conduct of any employee or
desires. Nothing in this definition shall be construed to apply to the presentation or performance of
any play, drama or telin any theater, concert hall, fine arts academy, school, institution of higher
education or similar establishment as a form of expression of opinion or communication of ideas or
information, as differentiated from the promotion or exploitation of rfadityhe purpose of

advancing the economic welfare of a commercial or business enterprise.

Adult Care Home: A longterm residential care service, licensed by the State Department of Health
Services, functioning as a single housekeeping unit in an eentiionmhich staff persons provide
supervision, personal care, meals, education, and participation in community activities of not more
than ten (10) adult residents who are unrelated to the manager or owner of the adult care home and
who require the assiste of not more than one (1) person to walk to or transfer from a bed, chair

or toilet, but who are able to salbpel a wheelchair. An adult care home does not include group
homes for the disabled, nursing homes, shelter facilities, medical iaktitse¢i®nalcoholism or

drug treatment centers, or community correctional facilities. This definition shall not apply to a
home for the developmentally disabled as regulated by A.R-5828t8Ghe extent of state
preemption of local zoning regulations.

Adult Day Health Care Facility:Means a facility that provides adult day health services during a
portion of a continuous twenrtyur hour period for compensation on a regular basis for five or
more adults not related to the proprietor.

Adult Day Health Services:A program that provides planned care supervisor and activities,
personal care, personal living skills training, meals and health monitoring in a group setting during a
continuous twentfour hour period. Adult day health services may alsoeingiadentives,
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therapeutic and restorative heedfated services that do not include behavioral health services.
Adult Motel: Any hotel, motel or similar commercial establishment which:

A. Offers accommodations to the public for any consideratiorigigsgyatrons with closed
circuit television transmissions, films, motion pictures, video cassettes, slides or other
photographic reproductions which are characterized by the depiction or description of
specified sexual activities or specified anatoneiasj and has a sign visible from the public
rightof-way which advertises the availability of such photographic reproductions; or

B. Offers a sleeping room for rent for a period of time that is less than ten (10) hours; or

C. Allows a tenant or occupasfta sleeping room to rent the room for a period of time that is
less than ten (10) hours.

Adult Theater: Any business establishment, other than an adult arcade or adult motel, used
regularly for the business of exhibiting films, video cassettes erdetbeeproductions depicting
specified sexual activities or specified anatomical areas, and from which all minors are regularly
excluded because of the sexually explicit nature of such films, cassettes or reproductions.

Airport: Any area approved by local, state or federal authorities and which is used or is intended to
be used for the taking off and landing of aircraft, including helicopters, and any appurtenant areas
which are used or intended to be used for airport buildifecitties, including open spaces,
taxiways and t@own areas, hangars and other necessary buildings and open spaces.

Airport Impact Overlay Area One (AlG1): Means the area between the $ixéy(65) Idn and
seventy (70) ldn noise contour lines dpedldy the application of day/night average sound level
methodology of sound measurement (Idn).

Airport Impact Overlay Area Two (AlO-2): Means the area between the seventy (70) Idn and
seventyfive (75) Idn noise contour lines developed by the appliocatiay/night average sound
level methodology of sound management (Idn).

Alley: A public thoroughfare other than a street which affords a secondary means of vehicular
access to abutting property and not intended for general traffic circulation.

Alteration or Structural Alteration: Any architecttal, mechanical, or structural change to a
building which requires a permit under the Building Code of the City.

Alternative Design Tower:Artificial trees, clock towers, and similartnaditional structures that

are compatible with the existing setting or structures and camouflage or partially conceal the
presence of antennas or towers. This includes any antenna or antenna arrayo atteched
alternative design structure.
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Alternative Tower Structure:Ball field light poles, street lights, electric utility poles, water towers
and similar existing structures. This includes any antenna or antenna array attached to the alternative
tower $ructure.

Amateur Radio Tower:A freestanding or buildinmounted structure, including any base, tower
or pole, antenna and appurtenances, intended for airway communication purposes by a person
holding a valid amateur radio (HAM) license issued bydgralRéommunications Commission.

Amusement Park:Means a commercial amusement activity such as a carnival, circus, miniature
golf course or similar establishment which does not require an enclosed building.

Ani mal Clinic or Animaly Hddpictexsldo:) .(see oOoVeter

Animal Shelter: Any facility providing services for humane animal care. The orientation of the
program and services is maximizing opportunities for animal adoption. Supporting facilities may
include medical care, including spay or negitedrvices, kennels, exercise areas, and adoption
centers.

Antenna: The surface from which wireless radio signals are sent from and received by a wireless
communication facility. Antenna includes whip antenna, panel antenna, and dish antenna. Any
antema not specifically described herein shall be regulated in conformity with the type of antenna
described herein which most closely resembles such antenna.

A. Whip antenna is a long and thin device that transmits and/or receives radio frequency
signals im three hundred sixty (360) degree radial pattern. Typically size is two (2) to six (6)
inches in diameter and one (1) to eighteen (18) feet in height.

B. Panel antenna is a relatively flat rectangle device that transmits and/or receives radio
frequencysignals in a directional pattern of less than three hundred sixty (360) degrees.
Typical size is four (4) to five (5) feet high, six (6) to twelve (12) inches wide, and six (6) to
eight (8) inches deep.

C. Dish antenna is a bostaped device for the eption and/or transmission of radio
frequency communication signals in a specific directional pattern. Typical size is four (4) to
six (6) feet in diameter, and one (1) to three (3) feet deep.

Antenna Array: One (1) or more whip, panel, or dish antennas used for the transmission or
reception of radio frequency signals. The antenna array does not include the support structure.

Antique Shop: A retail business specializing in the sale of merchandise madgpicaloof, a
previous era. Typical merchandise includes, but is not limited to, furniture, silverware, glassware,
and other collectibles. Items shall not be donated for resale, but may be displayed on consignment.

Apartment: A room or suite of two (2) or more rooms with a single kitchen in a nfahigie
dwelling, occupied or suitable for occupancy as a residence for one (1) housekeeping unit.

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Archaeological Resources:Any material remains of past human life, activities, or habitation which

are of historic or prehistoric significance. Such material includes, but is not limited, to pottery,
basketry, bottles, weapon projectiles, tools, structures or portginsctfres, pit houses, rock
paintings, rock carvings, intaglios, graves, skeletal remains, personal items and clothing, household
or business refuse, printed matter, manufactured items, or any piece of the foregoing items.

Attached Building: A building vhich has any part of its exterior or bearing wall in common with
another building or which is structurally integrated with the main building.

Auction House: A building within which goods and materials are offered for auction to the general
public bya liensed auctioneer.

Automated Collection CenterA selfcontained machine to collect and weigh recyclable consumer
materials, to reimburse mechanically the depositor of the materials, and to store temporarily the
materials before shipment to a recycling center.

Automobile Service StationA conveniencese having pumps and storage tanks from which fuel

is dispensed into motor vehicles and the servicing of motor vehicles, including tire repair, minor
engine repair, battery changing, storage of merchandise and supplies relating to the servicing of
motor \ehicles, sale of lubricants, automobile washing and lubrication but excluding major
automobile engine or transmission repairs, body work, or other similar activities.

Automobile Storage Facility:A building or lot or portion thereof designed or used sxely for
housing or storing of four (4) or more medaren vehicles.

Automobile Wrecking: The dismantling or wrecking of used motor vehicles or trailers, or the
storage, sale or dumping of dismantled, partially dismantled, obsolete or wreckeat tiediicles

parts, but not including the incidental storage of damaged vehicles in connection with the operation
of a repair garage.

Building, Principal: A building which houses the principal use of the lot.

preservation diricts and amendments, and establish guidelines for evaluation of historic
properties, including archaeological resources; provide public information and education on
preservation, coordinate resources and provide technical assistance, promotiemnevftalizat
the City through preservation, and make recommendations to the Planning Commission,
City Council and citizens of the City regarding historic preservation. The Commission may
also confer with other city, county, regional, state and national pisseigation boards

and commissions. The Commission shall initiate plans for the restoration or rehabilitation
of privately owned buildings and the preservation of archaeological resources. The
Commission shall work with City departments to discourambepravent unwanted
demolition of historic buildings and structures and the destruction of archaeological
resources.
